Healthy Lake Huron Steering Committee Meeting 
Jo-Anne presented at the Healthy Lake Huron Steering committee meeting with information on the SVCA and 
MVCA’s Agriculture Outreach program and the accomplishments to date.  Information was shared on the 
Coffee Crops and Donuts series as well as the Demonstrations sites that Tori Waugh has established with 
partnered landowners.  The program has received a lot of favourable comments from the agricultural 
community and the SVCA was pleased to share this with those present at the meeting representing the south 
east shore of Lake Huron. 
 
WaterWORKS 2016 
Jo-Anne, in partnership with Grey Bruce Sustainability network, and Tori Waugh delivered another 
WaterWORKS.  On November 22, we delivered the morning portion of the program to 20 students at Saugeen 
District Secondary School in Port Elgin.  This is the first time the program has been delivered in Port Elgin, as 
such some preparatory work was needed and engagement with the Saugeen Shores Public Works staff.  The 
staff at the Municipality were very helpful with the delivery of this program.  This day long interactive program 
meets the necessary curriculum for the grades attending from geography and Canadian law.  The hope is that 
this program provides valued information on various careers in water that are within in the local community 
and an understanding of the programming delivered by the Conservation Authority. 
 
Funding Applications 
Water Management staff are applying to various funding sources that will further the rehabilitation and 
restoration of streams and creeks in our watershed.  Staff submitted letters of interest to TD Friends of the 
Environment Foundation for a couple of projects as well as an application has been submitted to the Bruce 
Power Community Fund.  TD FEF has indicated that we were not amongst the successful applications.  Bruce 
Power has not notified us as yet about this application stream.  In addition, other funding applications that are 
being worked on as the deadlines approach are for the Great Lakes Guardian Fund for the funding to support 
the Markdale Rotary Park dam removal.  Shaun Anthony is working on a funding application for the 
Recreational Fisheries Conservation Partnership Program (RFCPP) through the Department of Fisheries and 
Oceans (DFO). The proposed project would involve taking a large pond “offline” in the Saugeen River 
headwaters thereby allowing access to critical juvenile salmonid rearing habitat. It will also improve the 
thermal regime of the downstream tributary which connects to the Saugeen River.

(GLASI) Program 

 
Community Outreach 
Tori Waugh, Agricultural Outreach Coordinator, has been attending many agricultural and conservation 
community events in order to support valued relationships, improve knowledgeability of local initiatives in soil 
health and conservation and to improve the program’s connections to other similar initiatives.  Additionally, a 
survey involving key stakeholders has begun in order to improve the SVCA-MVCA 2017 programming.  As part 
of this outreach and knowledge sharing, Tori attended the 
 Bruce County Federation of Agriculture Regional Meeting, presented the SVCA Agricultural Outreach program 
at the Pine River Watershed Initiative Network board meeting and shared information at a public meeting as 
part of a Coffee House Collective organized by the Grey Bruce Sustainability Network in Durham. 
 
 



 
Tailgate Series 
The Coffee, Crops & Donuts tailgate series has finished a very successful 2016 season.  We are in the process of 
discussing partnership on workshops to be held over the winter months with REAP (resource-efficient 
agricultural production) Canada and Grey Ag Services and collecting participant contacts for our 2017 series.  
On November 17th, SVCA co-hosted the final Coffee Crops & Donuts workshop in partnership with Sprucedale 
Agromart`s Innovation day.  The workshop served as a cover crop season recap with a panel of farmers who 
implemented cover crops and who were partnered with the SVCA agricultural outreach program in a variety of 
ways.  The workshop attendance reached 72 attendees. 
 
Demo Plot Project 
The ten Demo Plots continue to be monitored.  Over the course of the winter, Demo Plot monitoring will be 
reduced to a monthly basis.  We have begun consulting partners on their willingness to continue participating 
in the program for the 2017 season and collecting potential additional participant contacts that will be 
monitored by a possible COA-funded part-time contract position. 
 
Education Outreach 
We have begun testing an education program for secondary school level soil health activities and will be 
consulting with MVCA and SVCA Conservation Education staff before launching full delivery of the program. As 
a forerunner for this part of the program Tori presented to John Diefenbaker Secondary School`s grade 11 
workplace & university/college preparation Environmental Sciences class students, a full period of Soil Health. 
A similar program delivery was executed as part of the WaterWORKS program on November 22nd for Saugeen 
District Secondary School’s World Issues and Law classes.

Water Quality Program 

 
Shaun Anthony (Water Quality Specialist) has completed all eight of this year’s Provincial Water Quality 
Monitoring Network (PWQMN) sampling runs. The surface water data coming back from the lab are 
continually entered into the Water Quality Database.  In addition to downloading the meteorological /flow 
data, monthly and storm event samples continue to be taken at the ISCO (automated water sampler) site in 
support of the Rural Stormwater Management Model (RSWMM) for the Pine River priority watershed.   

  
Annual groundwater pumping/sampling is now complete for all 20 Provincial Groundwater Monitoring 
Network (PGMN) wells. This involves pumping 3 well volumes from each well and taking water samples to 
analyze water quality within the aquifers.  It also involves taking manual level measurements to determine the 
rate of recharge, downloading leveloggers and meteorological data loggers, clearing debris from rain gauges, 
swapping or fixing faulty equipment and general maintenance. 

  
Shaun has now completed the 2016 monthly sampling at Bruce Power (one half day each month, September 
to November). This involves taking water quality samples in the main drains on the property, and getting field 
measurements for parameters such as temperature, conductivity, pH, and dissolved oxygen. Shaun is 
compiling all of the results and will prepare an annual report for Bruce Power staff.  He will go back to Bruce 
Power to take event-based samples as needed.  

 
Shaun continues to work with Bruce Power staff to develop a list of potential project sites for future aquatic 
restoration work. This has involved aerial (GIS) surveys, landowner mail outs, site visits, and coordinating with 
contractors. He has submitted a funding application to Bruce Power for a cattle exclusion/riparian 
planting/alternative watering system project and is waiting to hear back  

 
The sign for the Walkerton Rain Garden has been made and will be installed in the coming weeks. Shaun is 
working on the Final Report for this Great Lake Guardians Community Fund project.  
 

Conservation Education 

The stats are in for all education programs this year with a total of 11,496 young people participating in 
Saugeen Conservation’s Conservation Education programming. That total represents 714 presentations to 558 
groups and classes by conservation education staff. It was a very busy year! 
 

DEER  
Bruce Power, in partnership with education staff from Saugeen Conservation, provides one full day of free 
conservation education programs including bussing to all 64 schools in the Bluewater District and Bruce Grey 
Catholic District School Boards. Fall programs are all wrapped up for 2016 and the new Contract for the 2017 
DEER Program has been drafted and sent to Bruce Power. Teachers will be receiving their invitations to 
participate in the 2017 DEER Program mid-December. 
 
Enbridge has committed to funding both the Earth Week programming and the Wonders of the Wetland 
programming for 2017. 
 
Staff are busy preparing for all of next year’s programming; getting equipment and materials ready for another 
busy year and applying for additional funding to support new and on-going endeavors. 







Customer Service Surveys continuing to come in for Permits and General Inquire Responses. 2-3% negative in 
102 response.
