DEFINITIONS:
For the purposes of administrative matters, note the following terms and definitions:

1. Retention Period
The length of time that all SVCA corporate records are maintained, as prescribed either by government
acts, regulations or legislations or by generally accepted best business practices.

2. Prescribed Retention Periods and Records Storage
Records shall be maintained both on and offsite in accordance with the Records Management and
Retention Schedule if required. Offsite records shall be maintained at a secure facility for the specified
retention period. Retention periods include, but are not limited to:
e Perpetuity/Permanent Records: Lifespan of the Authority, plus 2 years (CRA)
e 6 years— At least six years from the end of the fiscal period to which the records relate (CRA);
e 2 years— At least two years from the end of the current calendar year to which the records
relate;
e 1year - Atleast one year from the end of the current calendar year to which the records relate;
and
e Specified Time — A timeframe other than those noted above as may be specified by the General
Manager/Secretary-Treasurer and shall be deemed as “At least (specified time period) from the
end of the current (calendar or fiscal) year” to which the records relate.

3. Books and Records
Any and all paper copy documents, i.e., files, resource materials, reports, etc., held in either a secured or
unsecured filing cabinet, box or other storage container, whether onsite or at an offsite facility. A record
is defined as the corporate file containing all documents, including but not limited to external and
internal correspondence, emails, permits, applications, graphs, blueprints, maps, etc., as they relate to
specific projects, programs and/or miscellaneous subject matter.

4. Electronic Data
Any and all data, books and/or records stored in any electronic format, whether onsite or at an offsite
facility. Such data includes, but is not limited to:

e CDs

e DVDs

e Videos

e Audio tapes
e Email

e Microfiche
e SVCAservers
e SVCA server backup tapes

5. Record Name



The identifier(s) assigned when a record is created. The record name will provide the user with
immediate recognition of the responsible Authority department to which the record belongs, and the
information contained within that record (e.g.: FIN/AP2011: Canpar —Finance Department, Accounts
Payable 2011, [for the vendor] Canpar).

6. Record
Will identify a record as paper, electronic, audio-visual, etc.; identification of Record Type will be used to
determine method of disposition at end of retention period.

7. Record Series
The convention by which records will be recorded and identified when created, and by which retention
periods will be assigned.

8. Records Management and Retention Schedule
The corporate schedule guiding the creation, filing, storage, retention and disposition of records as
noted in numbers 5 through 7, above.

9. Record Holder
The primary holder of the record, i.e., department such as: the record holder of a permit file would be
Environmental Planning & Regulations (EPR).

10. Operational Life of a Record
The period of time a record is required to be kept onsite within a department in order to perform its
primary use, before it can be sent to an offsite facility for storage or scanned and/or destroyed.

11. Financial Value
Records that relate to the financial transaction of the Authority, especially as may be required for
government and/or audit purposes.

12. Historical Value
This refers to the need to keep records that document the history of SVCA. Such documents may arise
from exceptional age and/or connection with some specific historical event or person with or associated
with the Authority.

RESPONSIBILITIES AND AUTHORITIES:
A. Managers and Coordinators are responsible for approvals to:

e Move older records offsite or scan as/when required;
e Receive final approval from the General Manager/Secretary-Treasurer to destroy/shred/delete
files in accordance with the Records Management and Retention Schedule.

B. GM/S-T is responsible for:

e Obtaining approval of Records Management and Retention Policy from Authority Members;
e Updates/changes to Records Management and Retention Policy as and when required:;



e The communication of any such changes/updates to SVCA staff; and
e Final approval of records to be moved offsite and/or their final disposition.

C. Accounting Manager and Information Technology Manager are responsible for:

e Maintenance, safe storage and/or retrieval of backup records and electronic data and the
disposal thereof in accordance with the Records Management and Retention Schedule.

D. AIl SVCA Staff are responsible for:

e Ensuring records are collected, maintained and accessed in compliance with the Records
Management and Retention Schedule.

LEGAL REQUIREMENTS

SVCA is committed to ensuring all requirements of the Canada Revenue Agency, the Conservation Authorities
Act, the Municipal Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act and any and all other pertinent
government acts, regulations and/or legislations, are met and upheld as they relate to this policy and the

Records Management and Retention Schedule.






SVCA Low Water Response Team

Jo-Anne Harbinson has been updating and contacting members of the SVCA Water Response Team. The
SVCA is the local delivery partner with the Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry for Low Water in our
watershed. A meeting is being organized for the Water Response Team to gain some information on the
Low Water Response Program.

Information related to SVCA LOW WATER RESPONSE Team (WRT):

The province — Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry delegated to the Conservation Authorities the
role in administering the Low Water Program. The Low Water Program in the province ensures provincial
and local authorities are prepared in the event of low water or drought conditions. Water response teams
will consist of a mix of local water users (agriculture, rural private industry, recreation, business, and
municipal government) and provincial water managers. Teams are focused on reacting to current low water
conditions, and not long-term prevention.

Part of the role of the Authority is to monitor our watershed for surface water flows as well as to monitor
various groundwater wells. This information is paramount for our role in our flood warning program. The
Low Water Response Program looks at water quantity and changes to that quantity relative to various
environmental indicators, the precipitation patterns and river flows. Based on certain calculations, measured
amounts of precipitation, other meteorological information and flow over a period of time versus previous
months averages, there may be times when the watershed may experience low water conditions. An
example would be 2007 which was locally identified as low water conditions; that year caused shortages of
water in some watersheds, resulting in adverse socio-economic impacts and impacts to aquatic

ecosystems. The role of a WRT is to look at the previous months data in concert with CA staff and to make a
recommendation for levels of low water (Levels 1, 2 and 3).

The role of the WRT is not to enforce anything related to the change in water, but you are being asked as a
water user/taker to be part of the team and to communicate back to those in your community as
need/sharing relevant data and implementing drought management tools — for municipalities/local
communities. Changes in water could affect your local businesses and community as it could affect others
and as well as ecosystem health. Conservation of water is the ultimate message in the event of low water
conditions.

Unless conditions arise, it is likely the SVCA WRT would not meet more than 2 times per year, and these
might only be by conference call or webinar but in contact mostly by email. We know that the shoreline
municipalities draw their drinking water from Lake Huron, and our inland municipalities have ground water
wells.

Lake Huron Centre for Coastal Conservation

As part of the Coastal Action Plan, the LHCCC has a Speakers Series Planned for along the Lake Huron Coast.
In the SVCA watershed, the original speaker’s series night was to be held in February but was cancelled due
to poor weather and road conditions. The event will now be hosted on March 21, 2019 and will be held at
the Southampton Old Town Hall from 6:30 to 8:30 pm. Topics include Islands, Nearshore Fishery and
Climate Change. SVCA staff will have a display at the event.

As a reminder for this spring events, the LHCCC will be hosting a spring fundraising event called “Toast the
Coast: An Evening for Lake Huron” which will run from 7-11pm on Saturday May 4™ and held at the Goderich
Station Restaurant. They currently have several artists creating Lake Huron themed art to contribute to the
coastal art exhibit, and they are hoping to book a jazz band. LHCCC is seeking sponsorship for the event and



donated items for the silent auction. If Authority Members or respective municipalities wish to attend or
donate items, please contact Erinn Lawrie, Executive Director of the Coastal Centre, 226-421-3029.

The SVCA hosted two Coastal Centre Interns for three days in March. David Freeman and Ryan Martin are
participants in the Canadian Conservation Corp and were looking to gain experience and an understanding
of what Conservation Authority staff do in the province of Ontario. David is from Edmonton and Ryan is
from Vancouver.

Funding Applications

SVCA staff Jo-Anne Harbinson and Brittany Taylor, Water Resources Technician, are waiting to hear from
various applications. Unfortunately, SVCA was not successful with the Loblaws Water Fund, World Wildlife
Fund that would assist with various improvements to the Lobies Park canoe access. SVCA will continue to
work with Brockton staff to determine if there are other funding applications that are suitable for the
project.

Still Pending

Habitat Stewardship Program (HSP) — Department of Fisheries and Oceans and Eco Action Community Fund
— Environment and Climate Change Canada: In early December, the Federal Government announced that
two federal funds would be accepting applications in the new year to support projects. SVCA will be
submitting applications to these Federal funded programs with the hope to leverage committed SVCA
dollars for the SVCA Agricultural outreach program.

These funding applications will be multi-pronged where the SVCA will be asking for various funding support
related to reducing nutrient loading and soil erosion through the support of cover crop seed, other best
management practices, livestock exclusion fencing, tree planting and riparian vegetating planting with the
hopes of improving watershed ecosystem health and aquatic species at risk habitat. SVCA has been reaching
out to our partners for support of these applications.

SVCA also made an application to the Federal Environment and Climate Change Canada - EcoActions
program that would support SVCA efforts in the Agriculture Outreach Program for 2019 and 2020. In the
application, SVCA is looking for support work that will be similar to the ask in the HSP fund but will cover a
broader geographic area of the watershed.

Presentation for the Minister of Environment Parks and Conservation

Jo-Anne Harbinson, in consultation with Wayne Brohman, prepared the presentation and documentations
for the meeting with Minister Phillips, Minister of Environment, Parks and Conservation that showcased
various departments and work of SVCA. In addition, Jo-Anne prepared a presentation on Healthy Lake
Huron Initiative and information on the efforts of the Pine River Watershed Initiative Network. Authority
Chair Gieruszak delivered the presentations.

Stewardship Grey Bruce (SGB)

Information related to the proposed Grey and Bruce County Soil and Water Stewardship Program is moving
ahead. Stewardship Grey Bruce is hosting three information sessions for local landowners/farmers to learn
about the program. March 6" an event was held at the Grey Ag Services, March 7t at the Grey Sauble CA
office and March 8™ at the Saugeen Valley CA office.

Tori Waugh is also working for SGB and together with SGB directors, will be approaching partners of SGB to
determine interest and involvement in a Grey and Bruce County stewardship or similar rural water quality
program. This program is supported by the Ontario Trillium Foundation and SVCA.



World Water Day Week

The Walkerton Clean Water Centre contacted SVCA to ask if we could partner with them on the delivery of a
program that would include World Water Day — March 22nd. During the week of March 18 to March 22, the
Authority will provide some staff time to assist with three of the days in that week. The Clean Water Centre
are organizing for various elementary students from the watershed to attend the centre for water related
programming. Jo-Anne Harbinson, Nancy Griffin and Brittany Taylor will be involved with the development
and execution of various days in partnership with the Clean Water Centre.

Water Quality

Staff are working on quarterly maintenance of their 23 groundwater monitoring wells. This work is done on
behalf of the Ministry of Environment, Conservation and Parks’ (MECP) Provincial Groundwater Monitoring
program (PGMN).

Staff continue to take monthly and storm event samples at the ISCO (automated water sampler) site in
support of Healthy Lake Huron (HLH) in the Pine River watershed, as well as download and process data
from the meteorological and flow-based data loggers at this site.

Shaun Anthony, FW/WQ Coordinator has begun identifying and tallying benthic samples collected in the
spring. As part of MECP’s Ontario Benthos Biomonitoring Network (OBBN), this data is used to assess
changes in invertebrate populations throughout the province. Invertebrates are excellent indicators of
water quality due to their varying degrees of sensitivity to pollution. Often their disappearance can be
viewed as an early warning indicator for changes in a watercourse.

Staff are doing inventory of equipment and supplies, including calibrating monitoring instruments and
ordering supplies for the upcoming sampling season.

Staff are busy compiling and QA/QC’ing monitoring data, as well as correcting groundwater level data. This
includes organizing data for eventual import to the Water Information System by Kisters (WISKI) database.

Flood Warning

Shaun Anthony, FW/WQ Coordinator recently added all the stream gauge metadata to the Water
Information System by Kisters (WISKI) Flood Warning database. The WISKI database and corresponding
polling software is now operational in tandem with the old database - Basin Runoff Forecasting Unit (BRFU).
Stream gauge polling is now automated, meaning that staff are no longer required to manually dial each
gauge to retrieve data. Furthermore, the database can be accessed remotely requiring only a laptop,
software and an internet connection. Staff will continue to optimize the system including improvements to
data visualization, creating thresholds and alarms.



The SVCA Flood Forecast Centre released two Watershed Conditions Statements in February. One of the
messages was a Flood Outlook related to the frazil ice situation in Durham; the other was a Water Safety
bulletin in response to relatively high-water levels across the watershed.

Snow surveys are ongoing every two weeks in partnership with the Ministry of Natural Resources and
Forestry (MNRF) Surface Water Monitoring Centre (SWMC). Currently there is a below average snowpack
across the watershed, which bodes well for the spring freshet.

Hydrometric (stream) gauge maintenance is ongoing.

Land Management

The Superintendent at the Durham campground has resigned, and we are in the process of interviewing for
a replacement. Interviewing has also commenced for the various summer student positions.

The boards have been removed from the Durham upper dam to allow for the spring runoff.

Administration

The GM/S-T attended the Annual Meetings of Maitland Valley CA and Grey Sauble CA. David Turton became
the new Chair of MVCA and Cathy Little was returned as Chair of GSCA.

The Manager, Information Technology has resigned effective March 22. That position is a shared position
between SVCA and Grey Sauble CA.

The audit of the 2018 financial statements was completed and the Authority Members will receive a report
from the auditor at the March Authority meeting.
Bruce Power has generously agreed to fund the following SVCA projects in 2019:

e Tree planting, $15,000

e Penetangore River shoreline restoration (Kincardine), $15,000

e Livestock exclusion from streams (fencing, alternate watering, tree planting), $15,000

Conservation Education

Outdoor winter programming is always an adventure but so far this year there have been 14 snow days for
schools in Grey Bruce forcing the rebooking of many programs past March Break this year.

DEER

Bruce Power sponsors 50 full days of free conservation education programs including bussing for all schools
in the Bluewater District and Bruce Grey Catholic District School Boards through Saugeen Conservation’s
education staff. This winter 18 full days of programming will be provided through the DEER programming to
36 classes from across Grey Bruce. Schools participating this winter include Holy Family School, Hanover;
Dawnview Public School, Hanover; Notre Dame School, Owen Sound; Alexandra Community School, Owen
Sound; Hepworth Central Public School; Beaver Valley Community School, Thornbury; Spruce Ridge
Community School, Durham; Paisley Central Public School; Kincardine Township-Tiverton Public School; St.
Anthony’s School, Kincardine; St. Teresa of Calcutta School, Walkerton; Georgian Bay Community School,
Meaford; G.C. Huston Public School, Southampton; Sullivan Community School, Desboro; Normanby



Community School, Ayton; Lucknow Central Public School; Ripley Huron Community School; St. Peter and St.
Paul’s School, Durham; Immaculate Conception School, Formosa.

WREN

A day of winter programming with Hanover Parks and Recreation will take place at Sulphur Spring during
March Break. Another March Break program will take place at Bruce Power Visitor’s Centre, introducing
young people to snowshoeing and becoming winter detectives.

Flood Waters and You

Invitations to participate in the Flood Waters and You student safety program went out early March. This
program has been running successfully since 1987 with its safety reminders for students about hypothermia,
ice safety and the dangers of fast-moving flood waters. These hands-on curriculum-based programs will take
place in watershed schools during early April.

Earth Week 2019

Enbridge has sponsored this program completely for the past 4 years and is on track to do the same this
year. All watershed schools are invited to participate in this free, in-school programming designed to teach
about the importance of our natural resources through engaging hands-on activities and presentations.
Invitations to participate will be going out next week.

World Water Day

March 22 is World Water Day. The Walkerton Clean Water Centre has asked Saugeen Conservation to assist
in presenting hands-on activities for watershed schools at the WCWC during the week of March 18 to 22. Jo-
Anne Harbinson, Manager of Water Resources and Stewardship Services and Nancy Griffin, Conservation
Education Coordinator and possible other staff and co-op students will be on site presenting activities.

Saugeen Conservation Science Fair Award

Each year Saugeen Conservation presents an award to the grade 7 or 8 watershed student’s project that
best portrays the wise use of our soil, water or forest resources at the Bluewater Regional Science and
Technology Fair held in early April in Owen Sound. Staff will be on hand to judge at the event and present
the trophy and keeper plaque.

Webinar

Environmental Planning & Regulations

Meetings attended and other ENVIRONMENTAL PLANNING & REGULATIONS (EPR) Department Work and
Updates:

January 2019 SVCA staff were notified that a Municipal Drain Decision by the Municipality of Brockton was
being appealed by an applicant to the Agriculture, Food and Rural Affairs Appeal Tribunal associated with
the Drainage Act. The Municipality of Brockton and SVCA have been consistent in our approach and review
and are both satisfied with the municipality’s decision to allow a drain to pass through a wetland, while not
draining the wetland. The appellant (whom petitioned the drain) does not want to pay for their assessed
portion of the drain cost and questions SVCA’s role in the review process of the drain, but also alleges SVCA



should pay for a portion of it, along with neighbouring properties. The appellant wants the municipal drain
to drain the wetland as well. The reviewing SVCA staff member no longer works at SVCA to complicate
matters slightly. Current and previous SVCA staff may be involved in the Tribunal proceeding. SVCA and
Brockton staff are working closely together to address this issue.

Radio ads for the Environmental Planning and Regulations Department have been prepared and submitted.
Community Relations and Environmental Planning and Regulations departments have begun to prepare an
education and outreach plan to improve (EPR) dept. perception on direction of the SVCA Executive
Committee.

February 13-14, Erik Downing participated in Environmental Project Management Training.

February 19-22, a number of Municipal Drain meetings were participated in by SVCA staff.

February 22, a Section 28 Hearing was completed with the SVCA'’s Section 28 Hearing Board.

February 25, SVCA received the Bruce County Council resolution requesting that SVCA continue to offer
Natural Heritage review as a service in our planning service agreements.

SVCA Environmental Planning and Regulations staff have been somewhat inundated with subdivision
proposals for review around the watershed in December, January, and February in preparation for the 2019
building season.

Winter conditions have impeded site inspections from occurring due to travel, or site conditions.

Initial new inquires to SVCA are keeping pace with 2018 new inquire statistics (2018 was busiest year to date
for the department).
